HHC paper formatting is quite simple.  You may use your HHC 2009 paper content page as you wish, but please do not use fancy/constraining formatting like making the first page different, etc.  You may include landscape page content.  Note that this page uses Office Word 21003 (11.8237.8221) SP3.
	1.  The margins should be 0.7 inches all around on an 8.5” x 11” page as this example page is set up.  Please use a 12 point for readability.
2.  The footer should also be as done as shown for this page.  Copy your text into this page if you wish – after deleting its content.

3.  Please number all figures for reference purposes.  I use 
     hidden line tables for figures because you are able to 
     control text and image position more easily.  This text is in the left column of a two column table with cell settings at 0.02”, but you my use the value you prefer.  Be sure to uncheck the box that says “Automatically resize to fit contents.”  If you use a lot of images please compress them as required to keep the file size manageable.
4.  Organize your vertical “white space” to minimize the 
     Number of pages.

5.  Word format is the ideal format because the files may be more easily combined into a single file for printing.  I must convert other formats to word which may reduce the print/image quality.  The second most desirable format is *.pdf without constraints.
