Traveling to HHC 2013 in Fort Collins Colorado

If you are attending HHC 2013 you may drive or fly (via Denver) to get to Fort Collins located at 4,800
feet. Fort Collins could be quite cool in late September. The HHC 2013 selected hotel, the Cambia
Suites, is located at 2921 Harmony Road, Fort Collins, CO, 80528. Telephone 970-267-9000. HP is 0.8
miles east of the hotel across the street at 3404 East Harmony. Hotel details for the Cambria Suites Hotel
are found elsewhere on this website.

Driving

Figure one shows an overview map of the location of Hewlett-Packard, the Conference Hotel (across
the street from HP), and the Denver International Airport, DIA, the solid red “A” balloon on the map
below.

If you drive in from the west via Grand Junction (Interstate 70) you have to traverse several high passes
and if you have an older vehicle (pre-computer-controlled models?) you may have "altitude™ issues.
Driving in from the South via Colorado Springs (Interstate 25), however, is much less of an altitude
issue.
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Elying

Flying to HHC 2013 will require that you fly into Denver International Airport, DIA, which operates
24/7. The website is http://www.flydenver.com/ Please note the South Terminal Redevelopment
program in the INFORAMATION column. For a current list of airlines that fly into Denver Refer to
http://www.flydenver.com/airlines. Allow adequate time for “airport confusion” because of its large
terminal size.

When you arrive at DIA you will need to take a 40-50 minute shuttle ride to the hotel. These shuttles
run frequently, but you are advised to make reservations for the most efficient use of time. airport
ground transportation information may be found at http://www.flydenver.com/parkinggt Specific
shuttle information may be found at http://www.flydenver.com/hotelshuttles .
